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Eligibility Criteria: 

▪ Patients 18 years and older 

▪ Patients with metastatic breast, lung (non-small cell & small cell lung cancers), 
prostate, melanoma, or renal cell cancer, involving bone. 

▪ Cancer spread from original tumor to the bone - eligible original tumor sites include 
breast, lung, prostate, melanoma, or renal cell cancer 

▪ Patient to be treated with external beam radiation to a bony site 

▪ Patient is still eligible if they refuse the patient survey 

      

Exclusion Criteria: 

▪ Metastatic disease not involving bone 

▪ Metastatic disease NOT originating from breast, lung, prostate, melanoma or 
renal cell cancer. 

▪ Patients receiving Xofigo® (Radium Ra 223) within ± 4 weeks of treatment 

▪ Patients receiving Metastron® (Strontium-89) within ± 4 weeks of treatment  

▪ Patients receiving Quadramet® (Samarium-153) within ± 4 weeks of treatment 

▪ Patients receiving Pluvicto® (Lutetium 177) within ± 4 weeks of treatment
